END-USER SOFTWARE LICENSE AGREEMENT

This AGREEMENT is entered into between MITSUBISHI ELECTRIC CORPORATION (“MITSUBISHI ELECTRIC”) and
you (“CUSTOMER”). The term “SOFTWARE” shall include (1) any software program, (2) its copies, and (3) any and all

Article 1 - GRANT OF LICENSE

During the term of this AGREEMENT, MITSUBISHI ELECTRIC

hereby grants to CUSTOMER a non-exclusive and non-transferable

license with respect to the SOFTWARE to:

(1) copy the SOFTWARE into a computer managed by CUSTOMER;

(2) use the SOFTWARE incorporating into the CUSTOMER’s
software or to modify the SOFTWARE except the parts which are
protected by password or other method; and

(3) distribute the SOFTWARE to third parties in the form of being
incorporated into the CUSTOMER’s software and grant such
third parties to use the SOFTWARE.

The SOFTWARE also includes software modified by the CUSTOMER

unless there are special circumstances.

Article 2 - LIMITED WARRANTY

() MITSUBISHI ELECTRIC SHALL NOT BE LIABLE FOR ANY
DAMAGES (INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO LOSS OF
BUSINESS PROFITS, BUSINESS INTERRUPTION, LOSS OF
BUSINESS INFORMATION, AND OTHER PECUNIARY
DAMAGES), CAUSED BY THE USE OF OTHER PRODUCTS
(INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO OPERATING SYSTEMS,
RESIDENT SOFTWARE PRODUCTS, COMPUTER, AND THE
PERIPHERAL EQUIPMENT) THAT OPERATE IN
COOPERATION WITH THE SOFTWARE OR BY
UNAVAILABILITY OF THESE PRODUCTS.

(20 MITSUBISHI ELECTRIC DOES NOT WARRANT THAT THE
QUALITY AND FUNCTIONS OF THE SOFTWARE WILL MEET
CUSTOMER’s REQUIREMENTS AND IS NOT LIABLE FOR
ANY DEFECTS AND QUALITY OF THE SOFTWARE EXCEPT
AS EXPRESSLY PROVIDED IN THIS AGREEMENT.
CUSTOMER SHALL BE LIABLE FOR THE INSTALLATION OR
USE OF THE SOFTWARE AND ALSO FOR THE RESULT OF
USING THE SOFTWARE.

Article 3 - CHANGE OF SPECIFICATION

(1) MITSUBISHI ELECTRIC may change the specifications of the
SOFTWARE without prior notification.

(2) MITSUBISHI ELECTRIC assumes no responsibility for the
SOFTWARE modified by CUSTOMER under any circumstances.

Article 4 - COPYRIGHT
All copyrights of the SOFTWARE (exclude the SOFTWARE modified
by CUSTOMER) shall be owned by MITSUBISHI ELECTRIC.

Article 5 - RESTRICTIONS

(1) CUSTOMER shall not reverse engineer, decompile or disassemble
the SOFTWARE.

(2) CUSTOMER shall not assign, lease or rent the SOFTWARE.

(3 CUSTOMER is allowed to use the SOFTWARE as a single product.

CUSTOMER shall not separate the component parts from the
SOFTWARE and use them on multiple computers.

(4) Except for the copy referred to in Articlel, CUSTOMER shall not
duplicate the entire or a part of the SOFTWARE.

Article 6 - TERM OF THE AGREEMENT

This AGREEMENT shall be effective from the date of start of using
the SOFTWARE wupon acceptance of this AGREEMENT by
CUSTOMER (“EFFECTIVE DATE”). CUSTOMER may continue to
use the SOFTWARE from the EFFECTIVE DATE. However,
MITSUBISHI ELECTRIC may terminate this AGREEMENT
immediately without prior notice if CUSTOMER fails to comply with
any of the terms and conditions of this AGREEMENT. The provisions
of Articles 2, 9, 11, and 12 shall survive any termination of this
Agreement for any reason.

Article 7 - TERMINATION

If MITSUBISHI ELECTRIC cease to carry the business related to the
SOFTWARE, MITSUBISHI ELECTRIC may terminate this
AGREEMENT without a letter of demand or any other procedure to
CUSTOMER.

Article 8 - MEASURES AT TERMINATION

On termination of this AGREEMENT for any reason, CUSTOMER
shall promptly cease to use all the SOFTWARE, and immediately
uninstall it from computers and programmable logical controllers.
CUSTOMER shall also, within one (1) month after the termination of
this AGREEMENT and at CUSTOMER’s costs, promptly destroy the
SOFTWARE.

Article 9 - EXPORT CONTROL

CUSTOMER agrees to comply strictly with all applicable laws and
regulations including but not limited to export control laws and
regulations. CUSTOMER shall not, without any applicable
governmental approval, transfer or export the SOFTWARE, directly
or indirectly, to any country other than the country where
CUSTOMER initially obtained the SOFTWARE.

Article 10 - WARRANTY

MITSUBISHI ELECTRIC warrants that the SOFTWARE does not
infringe any intellectual property rights or any other rights of third
parties and it is legitimate. In the event of claims, objections, claims
for damages, etc. from infringement by a third party, MITSUBISHI
ELECTRIC handle this in its responsibility and costs, provided
however, that MITSUBISHI ELECTRIC does not assume any
responsibility for the software created by CUSTOMER incorporating
the SOFTWARE.

Article 11- INDEMNIFICATION
CUSTOMER shall indemnify in case of damage to the other party or
third party to their own responsibility.

Article 12 - GOVERNING LAW AND DISPUTE RESOLUTION

The validity, construction and performance of this AGREEMENT
shall be governed in all respects by the laws of Japan. In the event
any litigation concerning to this AGREEMENT is required, the Tokyo
District Court shall be the exclusive jurisdiction court of the first
instance.

Article 13 - Basic Policy against Anti-Social Forces

(1) Each party hereby represents and covenants to the other party
that such party, to the reasonable knowledge of such party, or any
person or entity having a close relationship with such party, does
not, at present and shall not, hereafter, fall under any of the
following categories:

(a) an organized crime group or a terrorist group;

(b) a member or quasi member of any organized crime group or any
terrorist group;

(c) “Boryokudan” as defined in the Article 2 Clause 2 of Act on
Prevention of Unjust Acts by Organized Crime Group Members
(Act No.77 of 1991) of Japan;

(d) a company affiliated to any organized crime group or a terrorist
group;

(e) a company whose management is substantially controlled by or
involves (a)~(d) above (hereinafter(a)~(e) collectively referred to
as “Anti-Social Forces”);

() a company benefiting from Anti-Social Forces or involved in
activities such as providing funds or extending facilities for Anti-
Social Forces;

(g) a company who has any relationship with Anti-Social Forces; or

(h) any other person or entity equivalent to or similar to any of the
above.

(2) Each party hereby covenants that it shall not (including the use of
a third party) perform any of the following against the other party:

(a) making demands in a violent manner;

(b) making unreasonable demands beyond the legal responsibility of
the demanded party;

(¢) using fraudulent, threatening language/behavior or using
violence;

(d) using non-justifiable and/or fraudulent means to discredit the
other party or disrupt the other party’s business; or

(e) any other that is equivalent to or similar to any of the above.

(3) If any party breaches any of the representations or covenants set
forth under the paragraph (1) and (2) of this Article, the non-
breaching party may immediately suspend any transactions
between the Parties or terminate this Agreement, any affiliated
agreements or any other signed agreements between the parties
in whole, or in part, without any notice, demand or other
procedures. In such case, the non-breaching party shall not be
responsible or liable for providing any indemnification or
compensation in relation to any damages of the breaching party
suffered as a result of any such suspension or termination.
